Minutes

· Non-SGIS Schools and Tournaments (refer to handbook)
Elinor confirmed that GES (Geneva English Schools) are members but will verify.

Non-SGIS schools should not be allowed to participate unless an invitational.

Should invitationals be taken off the calendar? No, but will be in a different colour.

Is CDL Basketball to become official? Needs to be asked.

· SGIS Championships
Issue: Two SGIS X-country tournaments were scheduled on the same weekend
-> There should only be one SGIS tournament for all schools for CAT 1-4, which could be called the SGIS championship
-> If a second tournament is scheduled it should be an invitational, and not an SGIS tournament
-> Having separate divisional tournaments or Primary school students in CAT 1&2 makes sense
Two SGIS tournaments on different dates: will still be held.

X-country: how many championships? If close together, make them different dates further away.

A possibility would be: Fall event and spring event.

Format of X-country? 

· Fall: seniors?

· Spring: Juniors?

· Primary: Spring?

Second event involved: all age levels.

What is going to attract schools?

Time factor for travel – race versus time. Is it just adult versus child perception?

Keep two X-country events for fare. Dates to be sorted out by ISL and ISZL so as not to be on same week-end.

· Tournament Results
Issue: I have not received tournament results from CAT1,2,3 girls and boys outdoor and indoor tournaments at La Chat, ISB (now received) and ISW
-> Every tournament host should send results shortly after the tournament, in order for ADs to post them on the school’s website, newsletter, etc
Inscription, tournament and billing information and timeliness
Results should be sent immediately – at the latest, one week after the tournament. Billing should be dealt with asap. (Refer to handbook).
· Award Ceremonies
Issue: at Basel’s CAT3 girls indoor soccer tournament, some teams left early and were not present at the awards ceremony
-> Teams should make travel arrangements accordingly in order to be present at the awards ceremony
We are not satisfied with the fact that teams leave before the end of the tournaments. 

All local teams (within 1 hour 30 mn of venue) are expected to stay for the awards ceremony. No team should leave a tournament unless cleared with host tournament director prior to departure (distance teams). AD’s to convey this message to coaches.
· Split the Volleyball in Leysin

Options: a two-day event? Pools? Move J.V.?

Boys plus Girls is too big an event (Boys= pool play if more than 6).

Must end at 15:30 on Sunday.

Split Cat. 1/2 and Foot B/G.

Review this issue at AGM in April.

· Billing after tournaments
Billing...does the host school also pay?  Issue arose with volleyball at Leysin

Change wording on Finances No 1. from: “all schools” to “all teams participating”. (Handbook change). Host school should be included in billing.
· Calendar Format on Website
Elinor will ask Ann, web master, to make format that can be downloaded easier (maybe a pdf file)
· Finances

Take out No 2. re stipends to committee members. (Handbook change).
· Cancellation
What happens when a tournament is cancelled...who deals with costs of hotel, etc.  SGIS Executive Committee feedback and information
Each school is responsible for their own loss of expenses (travel, accommodation, meals, etc.). Elinor to add wording from SGIS head. Unanimous decision to adopt the statement from SGIS head. (See attached).
· Miscellaneous No 7 to read: (Handbook)
“Tournaments that are not played and have incurred running costs (word change), etc.” 

· Age Categories

Moana proposed new Age Categories. Proposals to be sent out prior to April meeting for consideration.
