2. A final decision was made regarding the age category divisions for SGIS sports. 3. The calendar of sports events for 2007/08 was discussed and confirmed. A current draft of this calendar is shown on the SGIS sports web pages and a copy will be sent with these minutes electronically, as an attachment with the e-mail message.

4. The need for a primary age working group was discussed and it was agreed that Keith Rhodes would organize the creation of this working group. The group would meet periodically and feedback its recommendations to the SGIS sports committee.

5. It was agreed that the SGIS sports committee should create a proposal to the SGIS parent organization for increases to sports committee stipend levels and expenses payment.

6. The following alterations / additions were made to page 13 of the SGIS Sports Competition Guidelines Manual:

i. SGIS Sports traveling trophies are discretionary for all SGIS Sports tournaments. These trophies remain the property of the SGIS Sports Committee.

ii. For division one, an individual trophy should be awarded for the first, place team. For division two there are NO trophies. For division 2 tournaments, medals may be given at the discretion of the tournament organizer but no trophies must be awarded.
iii. For tournaments of 6 or more teams, medals should be purchased for teams finishing in 1st, 2nd and 3rd places and a trophy must be given to the first place team.
7. Colin Walker formally resigned as Chair of the SGIS sports organization and, following the process outlined in the SGIS Sports Competition Guidelines Manual, Elinor Osborne of ICS Zurich was nominated to become Chairperson from the start of academic year 2007/08. This recommendation will be made to the SGIS Executive Committee for their final approval.

8. The meeting was adjourned at 13:00.
