‭FIS rules‬‭should be followed. Any modification from‬‭FIS rules should be notified by the‬

‭SPECIAL RULES‬

‭Invitational: Rules to be decided by organisers and distributed to competing schools.‬

‭Missed gates - this means disqualification from this particular run. The pupil is still permitted‬

‭to enter the second run.‬

‭Points are awarded as follows:‬
